BROADBAND UPDATE

Thank you to everyone hosting broadband equipment on their property and
making this project possible, particularly those who are hosting equipment
while not using the broadband service. Your help and support is very much
appreciated indeed.

71 subscribers have now been connected to the Moors Web Link Broadband
network in Farndale, Rosedale, Bransdale, Rudland and Gillamoor. In addition
to the Satellite links in each dale, and ADSL (landline broadband) connection
has been made at Gillamoor to improve the capacity and resilience of the
network.

Two Standalone Meshbox repeater stations with wind generators and solar
panels have been purchased. One has been installed and the second will be
installed next week. The network infrastructure for broadband will then be
complete.

The first phase of the project connected people at subscriptions of £25 per
month.

The subscriptions have now been reduced to £20 per month and the second
phase of subscribers have been connected at this price

It is planned to reduce the subscription further as numbers of subscribers
increase. How much this reduction will be, depends on how many additional
subscribers join the network and much we can reduce the support costs. If
anyone wishes to join the network, please call Barry Sunley on XXXXXX.

Subscribers are generally pleased with the broadband network when it is
running correctly, but there have been significant teething troubles that have
caused connection problems, slow speeds and network unreliability. The three
main problems have been corrupted flash memory drives, aerials with missing
seals allowing water ingress, and susceptibility to mains power fluctuations.
These now appear to have been resolved by installing alternative flash
memory drives, new aerials with the correct seals, and uninterruptible power
supplies on the Meshboxes.
